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	Practice shows that during the communication presentation, the Communication Forwarding on No Reply (often active in permanent mode for the network answering machine) does not always give enough time to the called party to answer before the invocation of the forwarding service. Of course, the called party can modify the time before the CFNR invocation occurs but this is not satisfactory because this increase the time of the communication presentation (independently of the presence or not of the called party) and this for all communications.

The new feature proposed is to allow the calling party to delay the CFNR invocation.

Handling of an incoming session (by the originating entity)

No-Reply management
After a certain number of rings n or of seconds’ n (according the configuration by the customer), if the terminating party does not answer to the communication, the network can propose some choices to the originating entity:

1. To carry-on the communication presentation (to postpone the CFNR invocation),

2. To leave a message on the answering machine. 

3. To activate a Completion of Communication session to a no answer subscriber.

4. To invoke a Communication forwarding to another number.

5. etc.
The content of these actions can depend on service provider option, on user configuration, on Originating Public Identity, on date and time of the communication, etc…

During the presentation of these choices from the network to the originating entity, the communication is still presented to the terminating entity. If the terminating entity answers the communication, the network stops the presentation of these choices for making the connection.

If the originating entity activates a choice different to the carry-on presentation, the network stops the communication presentation to process accordingly to the choice made by the originationg entity.
