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1. Overview

In TS 22.168 V1.1.0, the requirement for the delivery of Warning Notifications to the UEs in ongoing call (i.e. connected-mode) is still unclear and needs to be clarified so that the stage 2 & 3 work can be smoothly progressed.
The occurrence of Earthquake and Tsunami tends to be sudden.  If the users in ongoing calls could not receive Warning Notifications, it can be easily imagined that the probability that they get damaged by the disasters would increase since they could not be prepared for the imminent disasters beforehand.  Having this limitation, the users may not want to make lengthy phone calls so that they can safely receive Warning Notifications.
Therefore ETWS, as a complete system, should not limit the delivery of the Warning Notifications to the case where the UEs are in idle-mode only.  It would be desired that Warning Notifications could be received by the UEs in ongoing calls also.  This shall be clarified in the TS.

2. Proposal

It is proposed to clarify the requirement in the TS 22.168 as follows.

5.2 High level general requirements for Warning Notification

The following list gives the high level general requirements for the ETWS:

· Publication of Warning Notification can be limited to the Notification Area where the Warning Notification is expected to be distributed.
· Warning Notifications should be delivered to the UEs regardless of their status i.e. whether in idle-mode or in ongoing call (i.e. connected-mode).
