	In accordance to TSG SA #38 guidance, HNB/HeNB requirements needs to be specified.  
The current specification does not clearly specify whether the same tarrif / quality of service are applied to all the users camping in HNB and HeNB.

There is a case where operator / privileged owner want to apply different tariff, quality of service, or accessibility to service to the users accessing HNB/HeNB depending on subscription or simply owner's preference.

The following are some examples:
A HNB or HeNB is installed in a house, and the owner of the house decided to have a home party.  All the invited people access HNB/HeNB and consume resources, and it eventually becomes impossible that a member of the family cannot make a call.  In such situation, the owner of the HNB/HeNB may want to provide priority to the member of family, or access control to the guests.
In such family use case, it may be also desirable to apply parental control by limiting the numbers the children can make a call.
Another example is the HNB / HeNB in a night club.  The owner of the night club might want to apply discounted tariff to VIP customers, and normal tariff to the guests.

Therefore, considering these example cases, it is desirable that HNB/HeNB will have a mechanism to support applying different QoS and charging control based on user classification defined by privileged owner/operator.

Service requirements for Home Node B and Home eNode B
The privileged owner / operator can define their own 'user class' for the users accessing Home Node B and Home eNode B.  When these classes are defined, users can be classified.  
For each defined class, the following controls can be applied.

Charging policy control

Quality of service control

Access control

Call filtering
Chaging policy control allows the privileged owner / operator to apply different tarrifs to each defined class.  Quality of service control allows the privileged owner / operator to apply different QoS to the users in each defined class, including QoS based service restriction.  The quality of service control also includes the case where the privileged owner / operator can control which service the user in each class can use (e.g. CS voice / CS video / SMS, supplementary services, etc).  Access control allows the privileged owner / operator to apply access restriction defined in 3GPP TS 22.011[11] to users in a particular class.  Call filtering allows the privileged owner / operator to filter the number that users in a particular user class is permitted to make a call.
This user classification is applicable to HNB/HeNB providing unrestricted access or CSG restricted access.
