Following the discussion held at the previous meeting and the contribution in S1-080063 the following aspect need to be further clarified.
The contribution introduces an explicit technical requirement on top of issue usually related to regulatory aspects.

-
The UE shall contain an USIM application.
This requirement is pointing to the introduction of the capabilities for a full service and terminal capabilities leveraging on the introduction of eCall, enforcing every car to contain a mobile terminal with a valid subscription.

Different user and business models are possible: e.g.
The owner of the subscription is the Car manufacturer 

The owner of the subscription is an insurance company

The owner of the subscription is the car owner
The owner of the subscription is the car user

Etc…

Telecom Italia likes recognize the relevance of the different use cases, and the need to support all of them.

Telecom Italia likes also to stress the need to support the last two cases, where the user is using the UE installed in the car for both eCall and normal services (e.g Phones calls), using his own subscription or, as an example twin USIM

For this reason it is proposed to add to the CR the following text

-
It shall be possible for the final user of the UE to change subscription (e.g. to use a different USIM from the same operator or a subscription from a new one) as for UE not designed to be able to perform transfer data during emergency calls.
Note:
This possibility could be limited by commercial agreements, e.g. if the UE is physically installed in a car and is owned by a party different respect to the final user.
