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3GPP SA1 thanks ITU-T SG19 and ITU-T WP2/13 for the information on the approval of ITU-T recommendation Q.1762/Y.2802 titled “Fixed-mobile Convergence General Requirements” as contained in the liaison with your reference COM 19 – LS 46 – E and COM 13 – LS 222 – E (3GPP reference SP-070721 and S1-080089).

3GPP SA1 (services and system requirements) has considered Q.1762/Y.2802 and the requirements on Fixed Mobile Convergence (FMC) from an ITU-T perspective. 3GPP SA1 notes that, from a high level perspective, 3GPP SA1 is defining requirements that should cover most of the ITU-T FMC requirements. Specific areas not yet covered (but could be covered in Release 9) include (but are not restricted to):

-
Seamless service operation from the end user perspective across all heterogeneous fixed and mobile networks listed in Q.1762/Y.2802 (most are already supported); 
-
Support of multiple user identifier and authentication/authorization mechanisms;
-
Enhanced VPN, based on the inputs from ETSI TISPAN as well as any further requirements based on the work in ITU-T SG13 and 19;
-
Network Selection based on the SA1 study in <TR ANT-NSR>;

SA1 works on areas based on Work Item Descriptions, that need to be brought in by individual member contribution, and approved within 3GPP.

3GPP SA1 notes the requirements for IMS-based FMC and draws your attention to our study on <TR ICS>.
3GPP SA1 would be pleased to consider individual member contribution highlighting any gaps in any 3GPP specifications to complete the requirements for FMC.
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
