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Action/Decision Requested:

ETSI EMTEL would like to thank SA1 for the LS about work to set requirements for emergency calls from Home NodeB and Home eNodeB. 

EMTEL discussed the requirements described in the change request 109 and other possible requirements like priority. Requirements on support for emergency services will be subject to national regulation. Only for NodeB and Home eNodeB which are considered part of the public communications network this regulation will apply. 

The requirement to support emergency calls (clause X.6.1, first sentence) was not stated precisely. For EMTEL it was not clear if the support of emergency calls is to be supported for every user (including unauthenticated access, users not in the list of CSG members) or only for users authorized to use the particular HNB/HeNB.

EMTEL is aware that the Change Request was changed in the meantime. Following the changes made at SA#39 meeting - see document SP-080188 - EMTEL agrees to this document. It is stated clear that both CSG members and non CSG members must have the possibility to use emergency service and that regulatory requirements on location information of the area where the HNB/HeNB is deployed apply.
