1.3  Elections

Elections for "new SA1" leadership took place at SA1#39. Note that "new SA1" refers to the "old SA1" plus all the Common IMS aspects. In these minutes, "new SA1" will be simply referred as "SA1" (and, if needed, "old SA1" will be used).

The results of SA1 elections are:

For SA1 chairmanship, there is one single candidate, Mr. Enrico Scarrone, Telecom Italia.

So Mr. Enrico Scarrone was elected by acclamation as SA1 chair. 

For vice chairmanship position, there were three candidates for two positions, so elections took place. 

These candidates were Mr. Dick Knight from BT Group Plc, Mr. Joerg Swetina from NEC Europe LTD, and Mr. Peter Bleckert from Telefon AB LM Ericsson.

2  Email discussions reports

S1-080115 from C4-072057: Reply LS on CAT service requirements
CT4 ask SA1 to take in account a set of comments provided by CT4 on CS and IMS based CAT, confirm the assumption made by CT4 and provide any further comments on different points. CT4 wish to receive an answer during the CT4#38 meeting, taking place in parallel with SA1#39.
Discussion: An e-mail discussion was conduced on the subject to save some meeting time.
Conclusion: See related documents in S1-070010, S1-070031 and S1-070011.
S1-080010 from Ericsson, China Mobile, Comverse, Alcatel-Lucent, Nortel: Clarification of CS and IMS based CAT (on 22.182, CR 14, cat C, Rel-8)
As an answer from the LS in CT4's C4-072057 (S1-080115) with a number of questions that has to do with the distinction between CS and IMS based CAT, SA1 proposes this CR, clarifying that relation, to be forwarded in the reply LS in S1-080011.

The CR re-arranges the spec by creating three subsections to chapter 4.1: one for CS based CAT, one for IMS based CAT and one for interworking between both. 
Discussion: This has been discussed and prepared by e-mail.
Conclusion: Revised to S1-080271 (the CR was first agreed but then a mistake was found off-line).
S1-080271 from Ericsson, China Mobile, Comverse, Alcatel-Lucent, Nortel: Clarification of CS and IMS based CAT (on 22.182, CR 0014r1, cat C, Rel-8)

Revision of S1-080010
Conclusion: Agreed.

S1-080031 from Samsung: Addition of a list of CAT to be supported in the CS domain (on 22.182, CR 15, cat B, Rel-8)

Still due to the same LS, the CR proposes a new subchapter 4.2.3.0 to provide the list of CAT scenarios to be supported in the CS domain, as clarified in SA1#38 (S1-071806).
Discussion: "Mandatory" and "Optional" means that the "mandatory" parameters are requested for the service to work properly IF the service is supported, but the service itself is optional. This is clear form the context, as the full spec 22.182 describes this optional service.

On the other hand, there is no harm in double-clarifying it. To be discussed off-line.

3  Reports and Action Items
3.1  Report from Common IMS workshop

S1-080146 from SA1 co-convenor D. Knight: Report from the 3GPP/3GPP2 Common IMS Workshop
This provides a short overview summary of the workshop handled the previous week on Common IMS. The related documents are S1-080145, 147 and 148, shown at appropriate place in these minutes.

The CRs impacting the specs of SA's WGs and CT's WGs' have been reviewed and endorsed. Two new WIDs have also been drafted towards SA and CT. Finally, some terminology has been clarified.

The "SA breakout" provides more detailed impacts on SA WGs, in particular it asks to clarify if IPv4, IPV6 and/or both are supported by IMS entities. 
Discussion: The impact on SA1is now to approve the WID and the related CRs proposed by the workshop. The new WID is covered by the CRs, while noting that some further refinement work might still be needed in the future.
Conclusion: Noted by Sa1. The resulting documents will be handled during SA1#39.
3.2  Report from SA#38 and Action Items
S1-080092 from Convenors: Action items and SA results
The SA#38 action items and results impacting SA1 are summarised here. Also a PowerPoint summary of the SA1 work items is proposed.
Discussion: On the status of the work: Documents 105 and 106 are extracts of the Work Plan showing the SA1 items still ongoing and have to be updated by the end of SA1#39.

• 01: Requirements for (pre-)delivery verification in MBMS: two tdocs are allocated to solve the issues: S1-070158 and S1-070159.

S1-080158 from China Mobile, Vodafone: Requirement for delivery verification in MBMS (on 22.246, CR 22r2, cat B, Rel-8)

Revision of S1-071940.

The CR adds “The delivery verification shall contain bearer specific non-real time information to the BM-SC” to section 5.3

And clarifies the term 'non-real time' added (in the revised CR).

Discussion: Minor clean-up needed

Conclusion: Revised to S1-080302

S1-080302 from China Mobile, Vodafone: Requirement for delivery verification in MBMS (on 22.246, CR 0022r3, cat B, Rel-8)

Revision of S1-080158

Conclusion: Agreed.

S1-080159 from China Mobile, Vodafone: Requirement for pre-delivery verification in MBMS (on 22.246, CR 23r2, cat B, Rel-8)

Revision of S1-071941.

The CR adds a new sub-clause to section 5, on pre-delivery verification, which was not included. This information is important for managing resources where decisions might need to be taken at higher network level.
Discussion: Minor clean-up needed

S1-080303 from China Mobile, Vodafone: Requirement for pre-delivery verification in MBMS (on 22.246, CR 0023r3, cat B, Rel-8)

Revision of S1-080159

Conclusion: Agreed.

• 02: In Case of Emergency: see section "5.13  Storage and easy access of ICE numbers on UICC (ICE)", and in particular tdoc S1-070009 
• 03: FMC LS from ITU-T: see related tdocs e.g. in S1-070089. 

• 04: TR on Study on Service continuity between mobile and WLAN networks: the 2nd bullet refers to a problem of referencing a non-published doc (800 series) in published document. SA1 conclusion: TR to be re-numbered from 800-series to 900-series and to be sent to one-step-approval at next SA plenary. S1-070163 is for the new TR, S1-070164 is for an editorial CR, S1-070165 is to revise the WID.

S1-080163 from Editor: TR 22.912 on ANT-NSR renumbered 
ANT-NSR in 800 series to be killed and re-started as 900-series.

Discussion: After checking with MCC Spec manager, 22.812 is withdrawn and 22.912 is to be created instead.

Conclusion: Not available, postponed to next meeting.

S1-080292 from BT: Change of Reference (on 22.937, CR 1)

Conclusion: Postponed, since S1-080163 is not available.

S1-080165 from Rapporteur: New version of the WID on ANT-NSR
To reflect the change of the TR number.

Conclusion: Postponed since S1-080163 is not available.

S1-080166 from Paul: New version of the WID on ANT-Seamless
Conclusion: Withdrawn, the title proposed in the WID and the title of TR22.937 are in fact the same and hence there is no need for an alignment. 
S1-080164 from BT: Editorial CR on TR ANT-NSR
Conclusion: Postponed since S1-080163 is not available.

• 05: Multiphase charging

SA1 should revise the WID description to determine if the title of the WID should be Multi-phase rather then two-phase. See tdoc S1-080008.

S1-080008 from Orange - France Telecom, KPN, Telecom Italia: Correction of charging requirement for multi-phase services (on 22.115, CR 40, cat F, Rel-8)

The CR changes 'holding time' to 'waiting / queuing time before the actual start of the rendered service'. 

The background is that SA has asked SA1 to clarify the sentence of "holding time is free of charge" pro posed in 22.115 CR37R3 as an example for requirements that only actual duration of the rendered service is charged. Holding time is a very general term and is also used to refer to the whole duration of a call. This gives confusing information. 

Discussion: In the sentence "waiting / queueing time before the actual start of the rendered service is free of charge", it should be changed to "... e.g. is free of charge".

This will solve the confusion between billing and charging (billing is outside of 3GPP, whose work is limited to define charging elements).

Vodafone does not see any benefit in the full CR.

Telecom Italia clarified that this answers to the SA's action item.

In the end, the complete explanatory bracket is deleted, since it does not clarify much...

"user is charged" is anyway wrong in all occurrences and should be corrected (the user is billed according to charging information collected by the network. The collect and the format of the charging information is defined by 3GPP, and it's up to the operators to bill their customers according to their policies.). The rapporteur (E. Scarrone) is tasked to clean the spec all over.

S1-080262 from France Telecom – Orange, KPN, Telecom Italia: Correction of charging requirement for mult-phase services (on 22.115, CR 0040r1, cat F, Rel-8)

Revision of S1-080008

Conclusion: Agreed.

S1-080144 from TIM: WID for Charging for multi-phases services (CHRGMPH)
The WID is revised, to change it from two-phase to multi-phase, and to clean it up.

Discussion: A short debate to place to decide whether it was appropriate or not to clarify that the multiple phases may occur in sequence, or indicate if they can take place in parallel, etc. This is finally not changed.

• 06: OMA references

SA1 was asked to clarify and update the references to other relevant bodies in 22.127. Conclusion: Postponed to SA1#40: the changes in the different body and groups dealing with OSA is not yet finalized at the date of SA1#39. 
• 07: WI on Network Selection Principles: SA1 was tasked to clarify explicitly the domain of application of such WI, especially in relation with the ongoing work on non 3GPP accesses attached to EPC. Conclusion: SA1 chair to report in the SA1 status report to SA#39 that they are not related and that the current text is sufficient clear to clarify it.

• 08: possible development of a TR coordinating emergency call related issues for packet access. The background is that SA1 previously pointed out the problem to SA, in particular for non-authentified emergency call over PS. SA asked back SA1 to conduce a study, involving several WGs. This might be more SA3-oriented. There is no contribution on this topic at this meeting. This strongly involves the regulatory bodies, but is still a technical feasibility study report. Contributions are invited on this topic, as well as e-mail discussions are encouraged, to be led by Juergen.
Conclusion: Noted, Informal email discussion about how to proceed has been setup, Leader Jürgen Merkel (NSN), contribution expected at the next meeting.

Before moving in this direction, it has to be confirmed that no solution can be found with no impact at all.

A joint meeting was held with CT1 to address this subject. 

S1-080001 from Rapporteur: SMS Character sets discussion document
Pressure is being applied by countries disadvantaged by the GSM default character set to include a more efficient coding mechanism for their character sets.

These countries, including Turkey, Iceland, Israel, have to use UCS-2 (using 16bits), but this reduces their maximum length of a single short message unit from 160 characters to 70 characters.
Discussion: 5 different options are proposed, with their pros and cons. One of them is to use the UTF8 coding, shorter than the UCS-2's 16 bits.

The preferred option is to add UTF8 and also enhance the GSM default alphabet tables. That should suit everybody. 
Conclusion: Noted.

Qualcomm pointed out that the potential solution, if modifying the system,  cannot be applicable to Turkey and not to other countries (Iceland, Israel, etc.). And also the solution has to be backward compatible, i.e. the old terminals already in use have to display the messages sent with the new solution in an acceptable way.

Vodafone Egypt also have this problem, with the 70-characters long limit.

The alignment of the extension table with ASCI characters enable to display e.g. "E" instead of "€" for legacy terminals. Adapting this principle to other alphabets would be a real challenge, if feasible at all. E.g. if "s" is already the fallback for "ş", then there is a problem with "š", etc.
The proposal 5 (add UTF8 and enhance the GSM default alphabet tables) is the preferred one for Qualcomm, even if it reduces all messages to 157 characters.

GSMA have to clarify if this is an urgent requirement to 3GPP.

The solution has to work for different alphabets, not only the Turkish one. 

A first proposal was to have these 2 points been sent in an LS to GSMA, but a preferred approach is finally to move forward in 3GPP and inform GSMA once a decision is made, to save some time.

The LS to GSMA would then say that "3GPP has acknowledged the problem and is working on a future proof (multi-alphabets) solution".

A CR will be written on SA1 spec to add the requirement to support several alphabets in S1-080291.

CT1 will take then the lead on this activity.
