Comments made on S1-080435 included: that the requirements:
· "It shall be possible for an UE to access IMS services irrespective of the underlying mobility mechanism used (e.g., GTP, Mobile IPv4, Mobile IPv6, Proxy MIP)." Were already covered by the access independence principle; and that it was more concerned with a solution (mechanism) than a service requirement.

· "It shall be possible for the UEs involved in multimedia session to negotiate session parameters." Was covered (perhaps implicitly) by existing service requirements, and the negotiation of service parameters was a protocol requirement (more suited to stage 2) than a service requirement.

· "The IMS may support a UE using multiple IP addresses simultaneously to access IMS services (e.g., the UE can use one IP address for IMS signalling and one or more IP addresses for its media)." Mandated a solution without outlining a problem. It was suggested that it should detail some problem and a requirement for a solution to avoid it. It was noted that there were opinions that SA2/CT1 were working on this and so a requirement was valid.
The revised CR was agreed and expected to be approved by SA1 plenary

The following comments were made on the proposed changes:
· "Emergency calls from a UE with valid subscription shall be supported by the PLMN.  Emergency calls from a UE without a valid subscription or without presence of SIM/USIM/ISIM shall be supported by the PLMN, if required by local regulation." This requirement introduced an implication that it is possible to have a valid subscription without a SIM/USIM/ISIM, which was not a concept in 3GPP Systems. Some suggestions were made, but the SWG chair suggested that a better phrase would be "an unauthenticated UE …" as this avoids any discussion of subscription and SIM.

· "If required by local regulation, it shall be possible for the user to remain anonymous to the PSAP (i.e., to prevent the sending of the information of the user such as identification and location information) when explicitly requested by the user on a per call basis." This requirement was believed to be a misinterpretation of the regulatory requirements in one region. This was progressed off line, and the result was …
There was an overall concern that requirements submitted introduced significant changes into a 3GPP system, instead of limiting the requirements to 3GPP2 accesses.
The revised CR was agreed but there was concern that there are still some outstanding issues, which may need to be handled in SA1 plenary.
