4.3 Service status information 

Some services may lead the user to lose some communications. This optional feature allows the user to be informed on the significant status (activate/deactivate) of a service using a visual information, sent by the network, directly on the UE.

For example, when the user activates CFU, all communications are forwarded and not presented to the original termination. In this case, it is useful to display visual information on the UE. When the CFU is deactivated, all communications are presented and there is not need to display this feature.

In the same way, if the user subscribes to CW, by default this service should be activated. In case of deactivation of the CW service, visual information may be displayed on the UE.

The following list gives an example of what can be reconsidered as significant:
- Originating Identification Restriction (OIR) activate state,


 

as the ACR service is able to reject incoming anonymous calls from the calling party who has activated the OIR service), 

- Communication Forwarding Unconditional (CFU) activate state,




as the incoming calls are not presented to the called party who has actived the CFU service,

- Communication Waiting (CW) deactivate state,

  


as the subscriber of the CW service is able to pick up waiting call,

- Communication Barring (CB) activate state,




as the subscriber of the CB service is able to reject incoming anonymous incoming calls,
In case of several UE share the same public identity, the same information shall be displayed on each UE.
