White / black list 

As service provider option, activation/deactivation/invocation services may be associated with a white/black list. A list may be specific to a service or may be used by several services. 
For example, in case of ACR service, a white list should contain certified public identities of users, from which incoming anonymous communications are allowed whatever ACR activation state, a black list should contain certified public identities of users, from which incoming anonymous communications are not allowed whatever ACR activation state. In case of OCB service, the white list should contain the allowed destinations, whereas the black list should contain the barred destinations.
Lists can be used also in association to other services as Communication Divertions (CDIV).
· a white list should contain public identities of users, from which incoming communications are not forwarded whatever CFU activation state. 

· a black list should contain public identities of users, from which incoming communications are forwarded whatever CFU activation state.
Note: White list is also named VIP list.
