This document provides some information on current use and deployment of “legacy” codecs such as FR, EFR which is proposed as text for the draft TR.

2 Proposed text
Although available for a couple of years, AMR has not been widely deployed by network operators. Depending on deployed hardware, upgrade of networks to AMR can be cumbersome and costly. Due to this, HR and EFR are still widely being used. 
HR was always a type of niche application to cater e.g. for temporary network overload situation. It can be assumed that those networks, using actively HR in the past have been upgraded to AMR, using the AMR-HR option nowadays.

For quite some time no new terminal, not supporting AMR, has been certified by GCF. However, there might be still terminals on sale not supporting AMR. Networks need to support FR and EFR as long as terminals are in the market not supporting AMR.

It is being reported that the set-up of an Emergency Call indicating EFR or AMR can cause interoperability problems, resulting into rejection of emergency call setup. In order to avoid such “legacy” problems many terminals indicate FR only support for Emergency Call set-up.
In conclusion,

· the support of HR and EFR cannot be phased out at this point in time (07/2008) neither at network side nor at terminal side,

· support of HR at terminal side could elapse.[image: image1.png]
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
