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Introduction

In TS 22.183,  the section 4.4 describes the CRS content may be dynamically created and in section 4.1, that this content is stored in the network. This last requirement does not clarify this content is dynamically created or already stored in the network.
The present contribution proposes to clarified that the dynamic CRS content may be stored in the network. Then the called party may be experienced again this dynamic CRS, via streaming or dowloading. 
Use case 1: the content stored in the network is downloaded to the terminal when CRS is playing
The calling party (Anna) has subscribed to the CRS service. 

Anna is on holiday in the mountains. She takes a picture with her mobile phone of the landscape, writes the text "Wonderful holiday!" and she uses these two pieces of information to call her mother. Her mother's phone rings. She looks at the photo and the message and picks up.

As Anne’s CRS service has stored this image in the network, Anne should be able to use again this picture for the next call in downloading it to her terminal.

Use case 2: the content stored in the network is streamed down to the terminal when CRS is playing

The calling party (Anna) has subscribed to the CRS service. 

Anna is in concert. She stores the music with her mobile phone of the landscape, writes the text "Wonderful concert!" and she uses these two pieces of information to call her boyfriend. Her boyfriend's phone rings. He hears the music and reads the message. By clicking on ‘store’, the music is streamed down to his terminal. Then he picks up the call.

The content of CRS 

The content of CRS can be CRS such as music, voice, text, or video.
The CRS may be composed of music, voice, text, video, which can be provided by the CRS content provider, operator or by the user himself. 

The content of the CRS service may be dynamically created, possibly taking into account information available in the network, e.g. calling and/or called user’s location and/or presence information. 
The dynamic content of CRS service may be stored in the network in order to be experienced again to the called party. This may be requested by the called party or calling party or service provider. The content may be downloaded to the UE or streamed down to the UE when the CRS is playing.
