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Introduction

In TS 22.183,  the section 4.2.1 describes the provisionning of CRS service and in section 4.2.2.1 Deactivation “After a subscriber has deactivated his CRS Service a called user should experience the default ringing signal.”
The present contribution proposes to clarified the section 4.21 Provisioning and Withdrawal. When the CRS is not subscribed/provisonned, the called party shall not receive content of CRS service, as when the service is deactivated.

Provisioning and Withdrawal

The CRS Service can be provisioned and withdrawn by the operator per subscriber. Procedures for provisioning and withdrawal are out of scope of standardisation.

If the CRS service is not provisioned, the called party shall not experience content of CRS, he should experience the default ringing signal.
