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1 Introduction

With the reduced scope as agreed at last 3GPP SA Personal Network Management feature, including stage 3, is nearly complete. TS22.259 was modified accordingly to cater for the limited Rel-8 scope.

PNM most likely will be implemented as an IMS Application Server (AS). Although PNM functionality provides first of all session management for users operating more than one terminal (Redirecting services) it is in terms of features and structure similar to supplementary services (SS). Insofar some CT1 people did discuss to treat PNM as a SS, potentially running on the same AS as for IMS SS. This deployment aspect of course does not need any reflection in stage 1.

2 Discussion
PNM does not explicitly exclude a certain service from being redirected to another UE under the “roof” of PNM. Insofar one can assume that PNM is also applicable to MMTel. 
Recently Flexible Alerting (FA) was added as a type of supplementary service although not specified to detail via a dedicated specification.  FA provides to some point similar functionality as PNM.
Although, in contrast to FA, PNM is not only applicable to MMTel it might be worthwhile to add a paragraph to TS22.173 highlighting applicability of PNM to MMTel. However, the benefit of this can be debated.
In case SA1 agrees to this proposal, Vodafone would be happy to transpose the draft text below into a formal CR.

Personal Network Management (PNM)

8.2.xx.1
Definition

Personal Network Management (PNM) as specified in TS22.259 allows a user to manage her devices in regard to terminating services according to various preferences set by the user, capabilities and availabilities of devices. It contains the UE Redirecting application that provides for redirect terminating services to selected UEs and PN Access Control that provide for privacy and enables restricted access to a PN.

Although PNM is focussed on management of UEs in principle also fixed network terminals could become subject of PNM. 

8.2.xx.2
Service interactions with other IMS supplementary services

For terminating services invocation of supplementary services applicable to the active terminal shall take precedence over invocation of supplementary service applicable to the called terminal. There shall be no impact on specified interaction among supplementary services once invoked. 

There is no impact on the registration, erasure, activation, deactivation of supplementary services.
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
