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1. Introduction
This contribution proposes the requirements for HNB/HeNB open access mode of operation.
2. Discussion
Normal operation of HNB/HeNB is a closed access mode of operation. 

Compare to this we can define the HNB/HeNB open access mode of operation. 
TS22.011 v8.4.0 already has the following sentence. 

Subject to operator and registered owner agreement a CSG cell may be reconfigured to be an unrestricted UTRAN or E-UTRAN cell.

HNB/HeNB has several use cases for open access mode of operation.
· Capacity enhancement

In some area, huge amount of UEs try to make a call (any kinds of call/connection) even simultaneously. In that case, it is required to enhance the capacity.  

e.g. Football stadium, Campus area

· Coverage enhancement

In some area, the coverage is not good even no coverage exists. 

e.g. rural area

· Value added service 

Open access can be used for a special service. 
e.g. Resort providing the free call to the user inside the resort area
With above valid use cases of open access mode, we propose to add the related requirements to TS22.220.
3. Proposal

This contribution proposes to add the following requirements to the TS22.220.
X 
Open access

Subject to operator and registered owner agreement a CSG cell/CSG cells shall be reconfigured to be an open access mode of operation.

Any user shall know the CSG cell/CSG cells are open access mode of operation. 

Any user shall be allowed to camp on and access the CSG cell/CSG cells.
