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Introduction

During the recent discussions on PWS and EWTS the whole issue of requirements on cell broadcast services has been revisited. Motorola found that the current service requirements while the mobile is emergency camped on a network are not defined. For normal services this can lead to some minor inconveniences, but if CB is used for PWS type applications then inconsistent behaviour by different terminal implementations could have serious ramifications.
Problem statement

Use case.

A user is in his home country but moves outside of the coverage area of his home PLMN, operator A, operator B has coverage in this area, but due to his operators policy the mobile can not camp onto operator B, but can emergency camp. The user has activated 2 CB channels on his mobile, channel 333 for his favourite joke information service, and channel 112 for public warning information. Operator B has allocated CB channel 333 to its obituaries information service.
What information should be conveyed to the user, at the moment 23.041 hints that this is left to the mobile implementation to decide.

MS/UE Functionality

Only GSM [The MS is responsible for recombination of the blocks received via the radio path to reconstitute the CBS message.]

The precise method of display of CBS messages is outside the scope of GSM Specifications, however it is assumed that an MS/UE will:

CB messages on both GERAN and UTRAN are sent over the broadcast channel. Taking the GERAN case is the simplest way of describing the issue: while the UE is emergency camped it has to read the BCCH, which contains the cell broadcast messages.  In the use case above the when both channels 333, and 112 are activated the mobile will decode the messages transmitted from operator B’s network on these channels. The question is which of these should be displayed?
Possible user confusion

For mobiles in the field today it up to the manufactures to decide what to display. If the CB messages are displayed then when a famous person dies the user will receive the obituary on what he believes is his joke service, this could provide confusion. On the other hand if CB messages are suppressed then when a public emergency warning is sent the user will not see the message, this could lead to interesting regulatory questions.
Request

Could SA 1 please indicate which behaviour is preferred? For pre-release 9 a note in the meeting report would provide useful guidance to manufacturers. For release 9 Motorola would be happy to draft a requirement based upon the decision.
