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	Differerent emergency call types are supported in different jurisdictions. In many cases emergency call numbers of certain emergency call type in one jurisdiction indicate different emergency call types in other jurisdictions. A roaming user may initiate an emergency call type that is not supported in the PLMN or that cannot be uniquely routed. The user could be confused when the emergency call remains unanswered or is answered by a PSAP that isn’t the requested PSAP. The mobile might be in an emergency all handlig state when such is not appropriate. Consequently, it is advantageous if the network can indicate to the mobile how to proceed with such a call. E.g. proceed as a normal call to a different, non-emergency number or proceed as an emergency call to a different emergency number.

Emergency calls in the IM CN subsystem

The IM CN subsystem shall support IMS emergency calls when accessed via cdma2000, I-WLAN or Fixed Broadband. It shall be possible to set up emergency calls initiated by an emergency call number.

NOTE 1:
Other forms than speech for emergency services are for further study. 

An emergency call shall take precedence over any other services a UE may be engaged in, if required by local regulation.

Emergency calls from an unauthenticated UE (as far as the IM CN is concerned) shall be supported by the IM CN subsystem, if required by local regulation.
It shall be possible for the IM CN subsystem to inform the UE when an emergency call of unsupported or unresolveable emergency call type occurs.
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
