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Abstract:  This paper proposes to add requirements for SSAC. 
1. Proposal
The SSAC's requirements are discussed in S1-082135.  Based on the discussion, it is proposed to add the following text to the newly created SSAC TR 22.abc.

Requirements

Editor’s note:  The following listed clauses (non-exhaustive) are possible services. Considered requirements should be described.

6.1 Overall Requirements
The following is the principle for the Service Specific Access Control.

1. The EPS shall provide a capability to apply independent access control for telephony (e.g. conversational service, videophone) and other data services, for mobile originating calls. Independent access control shall be possible per service category, that is to be defined.
2. The EPS shall provide a capability to indicate barring status for each service category:

- Indicate a barring rate (percentage) commonly applicable for Access Classes 0-9;

- Indicate a 1 bit barring status (barred /unbarred) for each Access Class in the range 11-15.
In case of an emergency call, the UE shall follow the barring status of Access Class 10 independent of SSAC.
3. The SSAC shall be provided in the VPLMN based on operator policy without accessing the HPLMN.
The possible service categories are:
1. Voice telephony

2. Video telephony
3. Other services
6.2 Requirements for E-UTRAN
The following is the requirement for Evolved Universal Terrestrial Radio Access Network (E-UTRAN).

1. The E-UTRAN shall provide capability to indicate to the UE the barring rate / status for each service category defined for SSAC.
2. The E-UTRAN shall provide capability to indicate different SSAC barring rate / status for each cell.
3. The E-UTRAN shall indicate SSAC barring rate / status to all camped UEs immediately when the network operator faces the situation where SSAC is necessary.
6.3 Requirements for User Equipment

The following is the requirement for User Equipments (UEs).
1. The UE shall acquire the applicable barring rate / status for the requested service from the camped cell, and determine whether the access for the service is barred or not before accessing EPS.
2. The UE shall not access EPS for the service if the requested service is barred by SSAC.
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
