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The supporters of this contribution are of the opinion that the scope of the work item description entitled “study of enhanced voice service requirements for the EPS” [1] includes voice service over non-3GPP access connected to EPC.
The reasons are as follows.

1. TS22.278 requires non-3GPP access to EPC and service continuity between E-UTRAN and cdma2000/WiMAX (as specifically mentioned non-3GPP accesses). 
2. The EVS WID [1] specifies the study of voice service requirements for all of EPS without qualification. EPS consists of Evolved Packet Core and E-UTRAN along with: accommodating, inter-working, and support service continuity with non-3GPP access.
3. TSG-SA#37 indicated the likelihood of involvement in a co-ordinated selection process for an industry wide default codec (for a particular application) for IMS [2]. Should this model be followed for EPS, such a role will require aspects of interworking with non-3GPP access under EPS to have been considered.
4. Avoidance of transcoding is a commonly stated objective in SA1. Consideration needs to be given to alternatives to transcoding for voice calls in EPS involving non-3GPP accesses. 
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
