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1. Overall Description:

SA1 would like to thank SA3 for their LS S1-082040 (=S3-080916) on informing us on SA3's new work item on “Protection against Unsolicited Communication for IMS (PUCI)” in Rel-9.
In this WID SA1 had been given secondary responsibility because service requirement on unsolicited communication (or spam) should be added in TS 22.228.
SA1 believes that Protection against Unsolicited Communication for IMS (PUCI) will become a very relevant topic in the future for any network supporting IMS. 

SA1 is happy to support the work of SA3, expecting supporting companies of the WI will provide related requirements at the next SA1 meeting in October.
SA1 would also like to draw SA3's attention to the fact that in some existing IMS based services (e.g. IMS Multimedia Telephony Service and supplementary services (MMTel) TS 22.173) certain aspects of PUCI may already be described in a different context. For example the
· MMTel Malicious Communication IDentification (MCID) supplementary service allows an incoming communication to be identified as malicious and registered.

· The MMTel Anonymous Communications Rejection (ACR) supplementary service allows the terminating party to reject incoming communications from originating parties that cannot be identified.

SA1's understanding is that PUCI is a more general service, not restricted to MMTel, but PUCI should be applicable to any (existing or future) IMS based service.
