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Introduction

This contribution provides comment/clarification to the NIMTC WID proposal in S1-082064.

Proposal
The following changes are proposed: 

- Section 4 "Objectives"

· Add an item - "optimise network operations to minimise impact on device battery power usage".

Rationale: Many devices are embedded and are expected to run off batteries for extended periods of time. Today's H2H communications models assume that the UE can be recharged fairly easily and on a regular basis. This is not true for many classes of embedded devices.
Proposed change to Section 4 is as follows:

Objective

The goal of this work item is to:

- provide network operators with lower operational costs when offering machine type communication services

 - reduce the impact and effort of handling large machine type communication groups

 - optimise network operations to minimise impact on device battery power usage

 - stimulate new machine type communication applications by enabling operators to offer services tailored to machine type communication requirements

- Section 9 "Impacts"

· Change "UICC apps" from "No" to "Don't know".

Rationale: M2M communications models are very different from M2M communications models. Without further analysis, one cannot say definitively that UICC apps for M2M communications will not be different from UICC apps for H2H communications.
