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The following text is proposed for inclusion into TS22.220. It results from merging the contributions in S1-082091, S1-082102, and S1082120 into S1-082235.
It is proposed to include the following requirements in a new subsection dealing with Open Access Mode in clause 4 of the proposed skeleton of TS 22.220 (common requirements)

3.1 Definitions

Open Access Mode:  An HNB/HeNB whose subscriber access is exclusively managed by the network operator and whose subscriber access is not limited to UEs that include the CSG identity of the HNB/HeNB in the CSG identities white list.
Closed Access Mode: An HNB/HeNB whose subscriber access is managed by the network operator  or the owner of the HNB/HeNB and whose subscriber access is limited to UEs that include the CSG identity of the HNB/HeNB in the CSG identities white list.
4.3.x Open Access Mode
The following requirements shall apply in the Open Access Mode:
· Subject to operator and registered owner agreement, the network operator shall be able to re-configure the HNB/HeNB to provide service to subscribers not belonging to the CSG.

· It shall be possible for an HNB/HeNB to advise its accessibility to subscribers not belonging to the CSG.
· The HNB/HeNB may provide service to subscribers not belonging to the CSG.


· It shall be possible for a UE to give priority to accessible HNB/HeNB with respect to the NB/eNB or other HNB/HeNB.
