2.3.1 (AI41-01) IMS authentication for non 3GPP system without ISIM: provide definition and requirements for IMC
It has been required to provide Stage 1 (definition and requirements), Stage 2 and Stage 3 for IMC in the Rel8 timeframe. SA#41 agree to use option C in document SP-080620.
Proposed to be treated in the IMS SWG
2.3.2 Guideline: SA#41, in light of the target freeze date of December 2009 for Rel-9, advises SA1 that the introduction of new work items in Rel-9 is STRONGLY discouraged. Consequently, new WIDs shall be EXTREMELY WELL JUSTIFIED, especially respect to the need and the feasibility of the related features in the release 9 timeframe.

2.3.3 Guideline: SA#41 invites SA1 to introduce only strictly definitions in 21.905 to avoid duplications of concepts and maintenance problems ("define what it is, not what it does").
2.3.4 Guideline: SA#41 invites SA1 (and the other WGs) to use the real category for the CRs to frozen release, and do not set it F by default. It will be SA to decide about the appropriateness of the CR respect to the release status. 
2.3.5 Guideline: At SA#41 there were still discussion about the objective of the Multi-Media Telephony Service enhancements (eMMTEL) WID. The WID was then approved and the companies interested in such clarifications were invited by SA#41 to contribute any updates they require for this to SA1.
