Service Requirements

General service requirements as specified for IMS services in [4] apply.
In an IMS Multimedia Telephony communication, the default ring back tone may be played by the UE or the network. If the network provides the default ring back tone, the UE should not play. The alerting tones or announcement of abnormal events (e.g. busy, out of service, etc) shall be played by the network.
