1. Introduction
It was agreed at SA1#41 (S1-082395) that CSG indicator is “An indication transmitted on the broadcast channel of the CSG cell that allows the UE to identify such as CSG cell”. RAN2 has agreed that a mechanism will be used on the broadcast channel to identify the CSG cell. The definition of the CSG indicator in 3GPP TR 21.905 conflicts with the definition of the CSG indicator in subclause 5.4.1 that “A UE camped in a CSG cell may display a CSG indicator. The format of the indicator can be text and/or graphic (e.g. home coverage).”
We propose to modify the display requirement to display a human readable indication to identify the current cell is a CSG cell. 
For Release 8, a separate CR for 22.011 has been submitted with the same proposed changes.
