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Discussion 

T-Mobile believe that, as TS 22.220 is still in the early stage of development it makes sense to replace the terminology Home NodeB and Home eNodeB with the more accurate terms CSG cell. 

The rationale for the change is that while the current terminology seems to point towards a very specific type of deployment (residential) the specifications do not exclude the realization of other scenarios. Furthermore, whereas the term CSG cell is defined there is no available definition of Home Node B or Home eNodeB. T-Mobile think that much clarity will be gained by using the adequate, unambiguous terminology and therefore prepared the following proposal. 

The only “issue” to be addressed is whether the abbreviation HNBID, the only one referencing the old term, should also be changed even if it is already being used in other working groups.
Proposal

It is proposed to modify the terminology as follows:

	Old term
	New term

	Home Node B
	UTRAN CSG cell

	Home eNode B
	EUTRAN CSG cell


Note: “UTRAN” and “EUTRAN” should only be used when there is a risk of ambiguity.

If the proposal is acceptable, it is also proposed to ask the rapporteur to modify accordingly the terminology of the contributions agreed at this meeting when creating the next version of the technical specification.
