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1. Overall Description:

SA1 thanks RAN2 for their reply LS on HNB/HeNB Open Access Mode.
SA1 has been working to further refine our work on HNB/HeNB access. SA1 has now agreed on the definition for 3 different modes of access for HNB/HeNB.

SA1 would like to clarify the following definitions:

Open access mode: this is the same as a normal cell that may be co-ordinated or unco-ordinated deployment. 

Hybrid access mode: this is the same as a CSG cell, at the same time, non-CSG members are allowed access.
Closed access mode: this is the mode as defined in Rel-8. This is a CSG cell where only CSG members are allowed access.
Is the open access mode HNB/HeNB the same as a normal cell but uncoordinated deployment? 
Please see updated definition above.
What is the use case of the open access mode HNB/HeNB? 
The following is an example use case for open access mode:

Typically to enhance coverage or capacity of an operator’s public network, for example in railway stations, airports, stadiums, etc.

The following is an example use case for hybrid access mode:

In order to improve the coverage in a shopping mall, HNB/HeNB(s) is deployed. The shopping mall owner may have been provided a special deal by the network operator where the employees of the shopping mall will get preferential charging rates and priority access. In exchange, the shopping mall owner allows the public to use the HNB/HeNB(s) to access the normal network operator services. The HNB/HeNB owner should not need to manage the public access and the public should not need to do anything special in order to get services on the HNB/HeNB.
What requirements would be applied for the open access mode HNB/HeNB? (E.g. should all UEs prioritize the open access mode HNB/HeNB or only some UEs do that? How quickly should the UE be able to find the open access mode HNB/HeNB?)

There are no additional requirements for open access mode.

From the radio point of view, RAN2 only distinguishes normal cells and CSG cells. RAN2 wonders if for HNB/HeNB, is anything else needed other than these 2 types?
No, but please refer to the definitions and use cases above.
