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From a stage 1 prospective, Basic Multi Access PDN connectivity is substantially a leftover from R8.
Support of multiple PDN connection is specified in chapter 6.2 TS 22.278:
"The Evolved Packet System shall support a UE having simultaneously more than one active PDN connections exchanging traffic with more than one peer (external network or other UE), when the network policies and user subscription allow it.
The Evolved Packet System shall provide the system operator with the means to control the number of simultaneously active PDN connections and combinations thereof to and from a UE.
A single application running on the UE shall not be required to send and receive traffic through multiple PDNs."

Support of heterogeneous accesses is specified in chapter 7.1.1 of  TS 22.278:

"The Evolved Packet System shall support mobility between heterogeneous access systems."
But the interaction between these requirements is not clarified in TS 22.278, in particular is not clarified respect to the possibility to route simultaneous active on different PDN connections access.
SA2 has discussed the implementation of this feature in Rel-8 with a fairly good degree of development and agreement, but it was not possible to include it due to the urgency to complete the release.

Additionally SA2 has started a Study Item aiming to study more deeply such aspects, including also the support of IPflow mobility, with a secondary responsibility of SA1 (MAPIM Study Item)

While the possibility to achieve combination of multiple accesses PDN connections and IP flow mobility in the Rel-9 timeframe needs to be carefully evaluated, the possibility to complete the basic support of multiple PDN connectivity as already foreseen in 22.278 is reasonably feasible in Rel-9.

On these basis the CR#0053 to TS 22.278 is proposed to the SA1 attention, to attempt to clarify and re-state the basic requirements for multi access PDN connectivity, clarifying the interaction with the support of heterogeneous systems. 
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
