CSG charging requirements for UTRAN and E-UTRAN

Charging related requirements:

-    The network operator shall be able to charge differently for subscribers consuming network services via a HNB/HeNB. It shall also be possible for the network operator to charge each member of a CSG differently when consuming network services while in this CSG.
-   
An operator shall be able to provide applicable tariffing information when a subscriber is added to a CSG. 
-
The network operator shall be able to charge both on-line and off-line for subscribers consuming network services via a HNB/HeNB.
-
It shall be possible to support charging mechanisms that provide awareness of the services consumed by the user via HNBs/HeNBs.
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
