Introduction

The existing requirements for manual CSG identity selection does not define what happens after the UE camps on a CSG cell of the CSG identity chosen by the user. This contribution closes this gap by proposing that:
- The UE attempts to register to the network on manual CSG identity selection
- If the UE is already a member of the CSG, the UE should not need to indicate to the network that it has camped on the CSG cell

- If the UE is allowed on the CSG cell, the UE can remain camped on the CSG cell and is allowed to obtain services from that CSG cell

- If the UE is not allowed on the CSG cell, the UE should be allowed to camp on other cells of the macro network within the same PLMN

Manual CSG Identity selection

The user shall be able to request the UE to perform a scan for available CSG Identities. When such request is received the UE shall perform a scan of available CSG cells, their CSG identities and their HNB Names. In the UE display, the available CSG identities shall be represented by their associated HNB Names. If the HNB Name is not available, the CSG identity shall be displayed instead. An indication shall be given to the user as to which of the available CSG identities is contained in the CSG white list. The available CSG identities shall be displayed in the following order:

- The CSG identities that are contained in the white list.

- Any other CSG identity not included in the CSG white list.

When the user selects an entry in the list, the UE shall reselect any of the available CSG cells with the CSG identity chosen by the user.

If the CSG identity of the selected CSG cell is not on the UE’s allowed CSG list, the UE shall attempt to register at the CSG cell.

If the subscriber information for the UE in the network does not contain the selected CSG identity:

The network shall indicate to the UE that the UE is not a member of the CSG.

If the CSG cell the UE is camped on is closed access mode:

-
The CSG cell the UE is camped on shall be considered not suitable by the UE; and

-
The UE shall attempt to find a suitable cell to camp on in the current PLMN.

If the CSG cell the UE is camped on is hybrid access mode:

-
The CSG cell the UE is camped on shall be considered suitable by the UE
If the subscriber information for the UE in the network contains the selected CSG identity:

-
The network shall indicate to the UE that the UE is a member of the CSG. Then:

-
The CSG cell the UE is camped on shall be considered suitable by the UE

The UE shall update its Allowed CSG List to include the selected CSG identity
