7.1.2.1
UE moving in a CSG cell

When a UE in idle mode detects the presence of a CSG cell whose CSG identity is in the UE’s list of allowed CSG identities (white list), the UE shall prefer to select the CSG cell as specified for E-UTRAN in TS36.304 [7]. The reselection should balance battery power consumption against performance but shall have comparable performance to a cell reselection between two non-CSG cells where no neighbour cell information is provided by the network.

the reselection procedure may not be assisted by the network.

Note: 
it is desirable that the reselection procedure does not result in a perceivable stand by time reduction for the user.
