Discussion

This use case is about retrieving configuration information and log that are stored inside machine type module memory. In that case, the network can arbitrarily send commands to the machine type modules and get the results processed by the machine type module. Some optimization mechanisms should be standardized in order to enable that, while the modules are communicating, network can send simultaneously the commands to the modules and get feedback from them without disconnecting the ongoing communication.

Remote Access Use Case
In some configurations, it may be necessary to retrieve information such as configuration parameters and logs stored in the machine type module memory.  This communication should be possible in parallel without disconnecting the ongoing communication. See the following configuration:
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M2M Standards should then allow optimization to make possible sending the commands to the MTC devices and getting the results processed by the MTC devices simultaneously without disconnecting ongoing communications.
