5.2 OA&M Requirements
Editor's note: The following definitions need to be checked with definitions used at SA5
· HNB/HeNB shall support the automatic discovery of a operator’s remote management system.

· It shall be possible to make use of the operator’s remote management system to carry out OA&M functions for HNB/HeNB. The management connection between HNB/HeNB and the operator's remote management system shall be end-to-end secure.

· HNB/HeNB shall support OA&M procedures which allow the network operator to remotely configure the HNB/HeNB, deploy software upgrades and perform general OA&M tasks. The OA&M procedures shall be as closely aligned as possible with those that are commonly used in broadband access networks such as defined in [5].

· It shall be possible within the operator defined time, for the network operator to de-activate the H(e)NB service of its subscribers.

· It shall be possible within the operator defined time, for the network operator to de-activate the H(e)NB with respect to the operator’s frequencies.

· If the signalling connection between H(e)NB and operators core network is broken, then the air-interface shall be de-activated.
