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Introduction

The manual selection procedure has been introduced in TS 22.220, but its use has not been fully clarified.

This contribution is trying to clarify the cases when manual selection occurs and how to document them in the specifications.  We like to clarify that we are submitting this proposal for discussion, but Telecom Italia is open to review and update. We identify a problem of lack of clarity and we are trying to solve it, but other solution clarifying the topic may be acceptable for us, so suggestion for improvement of the contribution are welcome.
The problem

First of all let's clarify that the current assumptions contained in  22.220:

· A user can enter in a H(e)NB only if he is a member of the related CSG

Under this assumption we were able to identify only two meaningful cases for the manual selection (any other?):
Case 1 – the user is under the coverage of two H(e)NB which identities are both present in the whitelist, and want to choose a specific one.
An example of  use case: a user lives at the first floor on top of a café of the Martini chain. He his member of the "Martini friends" CSG, due to the related fidelity program.  But at home he likes to use the "home" CSG, so he like to avoid to jump between the two CSGs depending on the position he takes in his room. The user selects manually the "home" CSG and remains on this CSG as long as the radio conditions allow it.
Comment: this means that the "manual" selected H(e)NB identity should take precedence respects to the other entries in the allowed list.

Case 2 - the User is member of the CSG but the allowed (white) list in the USIM/ME is not updated, so the related CSG identity is missing
In this case the UE make a request to enter in the H(e)NB, and the networks updates the allowed list and let him enter in the H(e)NB.  

An example of  use case: A corporate has a huge number of employees and has different premises with a significant number of H(e)NB.  Only few employees are moving regularly among the different premises, so the white list in the UE/USIM are not updated. The list is updated on demand only when the UE makes the manual selection, adding the specific H(e)NB identity to the ME/USIM allowed list by means of OTA/DM.

Comment: it is hard to understand why the allowed list ha not been update earlier, is a so big deal?

Proposed attempt to solve the issue
To be added to the manual selection section for HeNB and HNB
For case 1 is sufficient to add some requirements dealing with his priority respect to the allowed list

· The CSG identity selected during the manual selection shall be stored in the ME. During the subsequent cell reselections, this CSG identity shall take priority respect to the other CSG identities in the allowed list. 

· The CSG identity stored in the ME by means of manual selection shall be reset when the USIM is removed from the UE.

· The user shall be able to reset the CGS identity stored in the ME by means of manual selection.

Case 2 requires some additional clarifications:

When the user selects a H(e)NB identity not present in the white list, two cases are possible:

· The User is member of the related CSG; In his case the allowed list is updated by the network to include such CSG identity and the network shall allow him to use in the H(e)NB.
· The User is not member of the CSG: In this case the request to enter in the CSG shall be rejected.  It shall be possible to notify the H(e)NB owner of the attempt to enter in the CSG.
