This contribution contains proposed text for an Access Control with billing plan use case.
Discussion

This use case is about restricting network access to UICC if they are not associated with a machine type module. In that case, machine type modules do benefit from a special “machine type” billing plan and the operator wants to restrict this benefit only when the UICC is inserted into a machine type module. Some optimization mechanisms should be standardized in order to enable the association of a certain UICC with certain terminal identity such as IMEISV so that specific billing applies.

Annex A (informative): Use cases

Access Control with billing plan Use Case
In some configurations, it may be necessary to restrict the access of a UICC that is dedicated to be used only with machine type modules associated with a specific billing plan. It should be possible to associate a list of UICC to a list of terminal identity such as IMEISV so that if the UICC is used in an other terminal type, the access will be refused. See the following configuration:
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
