· Local IP access to the Internet.
· User paged on HeNB for local IP access traffic. For example, an idle mode UE at a H(e)NB in an enterprise may be paged with local IP access traffic containing company alerts or notifications, to perform scheduled software patches, etc.

General requirements

The H(e)NB shall support Local IP Access to the home based network in order to provide access for a directly connected (i.e. using H(e)NB radio access), IP capable UE to other IP capable devices in the home.
Old option:

-
It shall be possible to initiate push services from the device in the home based network to a UE that is using Local IP Access (e.g. for company alerts or notifications, to perform scheduled software patches, etc.).
Second option

It shall be possible for a device in the home based network to contact a UE for Local IP Access.

Mobility functionality should not be prevented for Local IP Access (e.g., paging)
