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1. Introduction
According to the definition of H(e)NB Owner, a H(e)NB Owner will typically be the “lead” user in a household and have a controlling role for the usage of the H(e)NB with respect to his CSG members. The proposal is to provide clarifying requirements on it in the section 5.6.3.    
For information, the definition of H(e)NB Owner in TS 22.220: 

A H(e)NB Owner has a contractual relationship with the H(e)NB operator, related to running one or more H(e)NBs in the H(e)NB owner's premises. 

Note: A H(e)NB Owner  is likely to have the billing relationship with the H(e)NB operator. A H(e)NB Owner will typically be the “lead” user in a household, but could be e.g. the corporate IT manager in an enterprise context.

2. Proposal

5.6
Local IP access in the home based network

5.6.1
Description

H(e)NB Local IP Access to the home based network provides access for a directly connected (i.e. using H(e)NB radio access), IP capable UE to other IP capable devices in the home. The home based network itself and the devices in the home based network are not within the scope of 3GPP standardisation.
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5.6.2
General requirements

The H(e)NB may support Local IP Access to the home based network in order to provide access for a directly connected (i.e. using H(e)NB radio access) UE to IP capable devices in the home. The following requirements apply to support Local IP access:
· Simultaneous access from a UE to both the H(e)NB Operator’s core network and Local IP Access to the home based network shall be supported. 

· The H(e)NB Operator or the Owner, within the limits set by the H(e)NB Operator, shall be able to enable/disable Local IP Access to the home based network per H(e)NB. 

· It shall be possible to collect and make available to the H(e)NB Operator statistics information (e.g. regular reporting of Local IP traffic volume) for each user on the use of the Local IP Access to the home based network.
· Local IP access to the home based network shall not compromise the security of the operator networks.

· The H(e)NB Operator or the Owner, within the limits set by the H(e)NB Operator, shall be able to enable/disable Local IP Access per H(e)NB. 
· The H(e)NB Owner shall be able to configure e.g. IP ports which are allowed to be used by the CSG members.
· The CSG manager shall be able to provision each CSG member which is allowed to access to the local IP access to the home based network, with the ability to view, modify, activate and deactivate certain settings or services. 
· The CSG member shall be able to view, modify, activate and deactivate certain ports, settings or services which are allowed to use, subject to H(e)NB Owner’s policy and CSG manager’s configuration.
