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Issue 0: Do we need manual CSG selection (and does it apply to the WL only)

· Manual CSG selection is required to support the case where a user wants to be provisioned at a CSG at the CSG cell. We cannot assume that there is always alternate coverage to provision the user in another way.

· Manual CSG selection outside the WL is required to support the above

Proposed conclusion 0: We need manual CSG selection and it applies outside the WL. No changes needed to the text
Issue 1: Behaviour when selecting a CSG on a different PLMN

· Option 1: 

· First a user performs manual PLMN selection and then perform manual CSG selection. 

· Result is no interaction between CSG selection and PLMN selection but may be a bad user experience (confusing)
· Option 2: 

· The user performs manual CSG selection and the PLMN selection occurs as part of this process

· Result is UE performs PLMN selection first and then CSG selection
· UE may register on the PLMN at the CSG cell as part of the CSG selection
· Need to define the UE behaviour when leaving the coverage of the CSG cell

Proposed conclusion 1: Include the following text 
If the user manually selects a CSG cell in a PLMN that is different from the last registered PLMN, the UE shall first register on the PLMN.
Issue 2: Do we allow out of synch WL between the network and the UE?

· The only thing that no out of synch between the network and the UE enables is that the UE may only select a CSG cell in the WL. 
· Since we want to allow the user to be provisioned on a CSG at the CSG cell, then we need to allow this behaviour anyway

Proposed conclusion 2: No action needed.
Issue 3: Overlapping CSGs, i.e., how do we prioritize between CSG cells

· Currently there is a discussion in RAN2 on how to resolve this issue for intra and inter frequency CSG cells

· Option 1: Leave it to RAN2 to resolve

· Option 2: Specify some priority based on manual CSG selection

Proposed conclusion 3: An operator already has flexibility on how biased a UE is towards a selected CSG using Qhysteresis parameter. Propose the following text:
The UE should prefer to select a CSG cell with the CSG identity of the last manually selected CSG.  
Issue 4: Handling of hybrid cells for manual CSG selection

· Since hybrid cells are a CSG cell, what should be the interaction with manual CSG selection and updating the Allowed CSG list

· Option 1: (VDF proposal) The network shall inform the UE when it accesses a hybrid CSG cell whether the user is a member of the CSG cell

Proposed conclusion 4: Adopt option 1.

The user shall be able to request the UE to perform a scan for available CSG Identities. When such request is received the UE shall perform a scan of available CSG cells, their CSG identities and their HNB Names. In the UE display, the available CSG identities shall be represented by their associated HNB Names. If the HNB Name is not available, the CSG identity shall be displayed instead. An indication shall be given to the user as to which of the available CSG identities is contained in the CSG white list. The available CSG identities shall be displayed in the following order:

- The CSG identities that are contained in the white list.
