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For the manual CSG selection,
 

We shall follow the current PLMN manual selection in principle for manual CSG selection and make it simple. Please note that the current PLMN list has operators' preference. 
 

The requirements for CSG manual selection should be
 

7.1.4
Manual CSG Identity selection
-
The user shall be able to request the UE to perform a scan for available CSG Identities. When such request is received the UE shall perform a scan of available CSG cells, their CSG identities and their HNB Names. 
In the UE display, the available CSG identities shall be represented by their associated HNB Names. If the HNB Name is not available, the CSG identity shall be displayed instead. 
An indication shall be given to the user as to which of the available CSG identities is contained in the Allowed CSG List. The available CSG identities shall be displayed in the following order:

-
The CSG identities that are contained in the Allowed CSG List.

-
Any other CSG identity not included in the Allowed CSG List.

-
The CSG list in HSS shall have operator's preference according the order in the list; 
-
When the user manually selects an allowed CSG which is under a different PLMN, it shall trigger the PLMN selection first;
-
The user shall be possible to manually select a CSG which is not on the Allowed CSG, it depends the operator's policies if it will be granted to access the manually selected CSG. 
-
When operators modify the CSG  list in HSS, operators shall synchronise it with the mobile immediately or as soon as possible;
-
When the user selects an entry in the Allowed CSG List, the UE shall be able to reselect any of the available CSG cells with the CSG identity chosen by the user.

 

Note: There is a concern on the signalling issue. It is a trade-off between user experience and CSG signalling load. If operators believe operators CSG list is very comprehensive and this scenario is rare, we can remove this requirement - The user shall be possible to manually select a CSG which is not on the Allowed CSG,  it depends the operator's policies if it will be granted to access the manually selected CSG.
