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In San Antonio, the following requirement was accepted in the PS only optimisation category: “A network operator shall be capable to provide PS only subscriptions for MTC applications without assigning an MSISDN.”
This requirement is important to operators because of a shortage of MSISDNs. However, only allowing PS only subscriptions is not complete without the following additions:

· It shall be possible to initiate a connection from a MTC device with a PS only subscription.

· It shall be possible to initiate a connection towards a MTC device with a PS only subscription.

· Device management and Over-the-Air activation shall be supported for MTC devices with a PS only subscription.
Initiating connections from and towards a MTC device can be done with normal PS procedures. These procedures do not need a MSISDN. For device management and OTA activation SMS is generally used as a transport mechanism. To send a SMS, a MSISDN is needed according to current standards. Either sending a SMS should be made possible on the basis of an IMSI, or other transport mechanisms for device management and OTA activation should be standardised. Which options will be standardised is left for stage2 and/or stage3. Here the important aspect is that we should not specify a requirement for MSISDN-less subscriptions without requiring a MSISDN-less to do device management and OTA activation for these subscriptions.
