7.5.4 Query for information

It should be possible for the user to request the serving S-CSCF for a particular information that would help the user decide whether they want to continue with the IP multimedia session invokation or cancel the request.

The serving S-CSCF checks for the presence of SIP “Require” header with the values defined below in the incoming INVITE message. If either of the values are present, the S-CSCF pauses the incoming call session and sends a suitable 1xx response (182 session paused).

The Serving S-CSCF then forwards the request to the corresponding AS to serve caller’s request. The AS upon receiving the caller’s request from S-CSCF, checks the “Require” header and fetches the required information from the appropriate database and the corresponding event package and sends the information to the caller.

The supported option tags and the operation performed by AS are illustrated in the following table
