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1 Introduction
In LS on the interaction for IMS CAT and OIR from CT1 (S1-091306), it proposes two points needed to be clarified: 1) “OIR” described in subclause 4.2.4.1 of TS 22.182  is not aligned with the definition of the OIR service in TS 22.273, 2) it is possible for the originating user to find out about the subscription of terminating user’s CAT. This document clarifies the mentioned points from CT1.
2 Discussion

As for the point (1) in CT1’s LS, the description of mentioned misalignment is unclear.  In OIR definition, it is true that the originating party’s identity shall not be presented to the terminated party.  Further, the current description of interaction between CAT and OIR of TS 22.182 doesn’t mention that the originating party’s identity shall NOT be presented to AS providing CAT. In fact, based on the current subclause 4.2.4.1 of TS 22.182, the originating party’s identity can be provided to AS, and, according to the originating party’s OIR service status and the called party’s CAT status, the AS can decide whether to invoke CAT service.
As for the point (2), the reveal of called party’s CAT subscription status mentioned in LS is not the problem caused by the interaction of OIR and CAT.  For example, if the called party subscribes to CAT associated with calling party’s identity and the calling user use two terminals with different SIM cards (without OIR service) to call the called party, the calling party will receive different CAT service and will also know the subscription status of terminating user’s CAT.
3 Proposal
From the above discussion, we believe that interaction of CAT and OIR as currently stated in TS 22.182 is clear and unnecessary to modify.
