Alignment & Migration of CS Services
It’s possible that CS domain is not able to provide some services that IMS domain could easily provide. It shall be possible to provide such services to CS users by utilizing IMS service capabilities.
For example, CS terminal 2,  IMS terminal1 and terminal2 share one subscription and all of them register one Common-Number service. So if CS terminal2 subscribes a multi-terminal ringing service in IMS domain and any of them is called,  it’s required to get all of them ringing simultaneously.

1. CS terminal1 initiates a call to CS terminal2.

2. CS terminal2 subscribes a multi-terminal ringing service in IMS, and however, it could not complete multi-terminal ringing for IMS terminal 1 and terminal2 in CS domain, which is showed as the dashed lines on the figure above.
