Introduction

The use case of access control with billing plan was approved in SA1#44 and it was specified on Annex A in TS22.368. This contribution contains proposed text for requirements relating to this use case. 
Discussion 

MNO may give discounts to subscriptions of MTC Devices that utilize certain system optimization. These system optimizations are typically only possible due to certain characteristics of the MTC Device such as low mobility, low data, and MO only.  The MNO may also give a discount’s to MTC Users for a group of MTC Devices due to the large number of MTC Devices it has deployed on its network (a volume discount). 
Currently, subscriptions can be easily moved from one ME to another by moving the UICC. This may give the destination ME a pricing advantage that it may not be entitled too. Not allowing subscriptions to move at all also has its limitiations. The ability for a subscription to be moved from one ME to another is a valuable tool for maintenance when an ME requires replacement or servicing.  
The proposed text adds a requirement to where a UICC or subscription can move to another MTC Device as long as it shares the same system optimizations, terminal type identity, and group identity.
Proposal 

7.1.1
General

For MTC:

-
It shall be possible to enable or disable different system optimisations categories independently. 
-
It shall be possible to enable or disable system optimisations per subscription.
-
It shall be possible to enable or disable system optimisations per service invocation.
It shall be possible for the operator to restrict or allow the use of MTC subscription for other MEs/MTC Devices (e.g. based on matching or mismatching of MTC Features and/or other types of MTC Devices).
