Annex A (informative):
Example IP multimedia application scenarios 

The following example scenarios describe the personalised handling of individual media in multimedia applications (note that this list is neither complete nor exhaustive):-

Answering machine behaviour
Person(s): Joann and Maya

Situation (IPTV case): While Maya is watching TV, she receives a call from Joann and a Communication Diversion (CFU,CFB, CFNR...) is performed to Maya's voicemail, and Joann leaves a message. During this recording phase, Maya wishes to listen to the Joann's message as it is recorded (either automaticaly or based on her request ). A fixed image is displayed on the TV set, the current program displayed on TV switches to mute mode and the voice mail can be heard live right on the TV audio speakers.

Situation (classical telephony case): The situation is similar, except that Joann's message is played on Maya's speaker phone as it is recorded (as can be done using a legacy answering machine available at home).
Solution: A new session is established at the TV set / speaker phone, for which the media flow is a copy of the media flow received by the voicemail. The media flow received by the voicemail and its copy received by the TV set / speaker phone are in sync. Only one media flow is sent by Joann's device and Joann is not aware that this media is being replicated.
