Freephone
8.2.x.1
Definition

The Freephone service is an operator specific service by which an operator enables to allocate to the served user, the charges for calls placed towards the freephone number. Following requirements shall be fulfilled.
-
The network shall provide a freephone number or SIP URI dedicated to the served user, which is independent from the tel URI or SIP URI that is provided for other IMS services, in order to distinguish calls between ordinary calls and freephone calls.
-
The call requested towards a freephone number or SIP URI shall be translated to a tel URI or SIP URI of the actual recipient of the call during processing within the network, in order to route the call to the served user. 
NOTE:
The translation mechanism needs to be determined by the operator based on their own specific requirements.
-
Interworking with Freephone service provided in the legacy circuit-switched telecommunication services shall be considered.
-
The served user of the Freephone service shall be able to distinguish terminating calls, whether requested towards a freephone number or URI, or to an ordinary subscribed tel URI or SIP URI, prior to starting the communication with the calling user.
-
The served user of the Freephone service shall be able to receive the original requested freephone number or URI when the call is requested, so that served user can distinguish incoming calls in case multiple numbers/URIs each with different usage are allocated.
-
The served user of the Freephone service may receive information collected during the processing of the freephone call, during the establishment of the call.
NOTE:
Exact means of how the network collects additional information, e.g. use of DTMF, is left to operator specific mechanism.
-
The network of the served user shall be able to provide an announcement towards the calling user prior to connecting the call between the end users, if the served user has configured to provide such an announcement.

Exact means of charging are outside the scope of this specification.
The service description is based on service description described in [E-xx].
