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1. Overall Description:

At SA1 #47, SA1 discussed stage 1 requirements related to the offload of selected IP traffic to the Internet and other defined IP networks (e.g. corporate networks). Service requirements for this feature were agreed in CRxxxx to 22.101 (attached).

During the course of deliberations, SA1 agreed that whilst the term Local IP Access might be suitable for describing direct access via the H(e)NB to a home based network, it was not an appropriate term to describe the offload of selected IP traffic towards a defined IP network. Further, SA1 believes that for consistency and to avoid confusion, it is desirable to use the same term for offload of IP traffic towards a defined IP network regardless of whether the offload is from the H(e)NB or the macro network (eNB or RNC). The term Selected IP Traffic Offload has been coined for this purpose.
