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1 Introduction
This contribution suggests clarifying in section 7.1.1 that subscription shall be checked during Service Invocation
2 Discussion
TS 22.368 describes Service Invocation as:
“7.1.1     General

For MTC:

-    It shall be possible to enable or disable different MTC Features independently. 

-     It shall be possible to enable or disable MTC Features per subscription.

-     It shall be possible to enable or disable MTC Features per service invocation.

-     It shall be possible for the MNO network to be aware of which MTC Features apply to a MTC subscription, MTC Devices or MTC service invocation.

Editor’s note: the service invocation needs further clarifications ”
The above text is unclear whether the MTC Subscription is checked when a MTC Feature is enable/disabled while it appears important that a MTC Feature can be enabled only if it has an associated MTC subscription for the following reasons:
· The Operator should keep control of MTC Features used for each MTC Device to ensure appropriate billing

· The Operator should keep control as in bullet 2 above: “It shall be possible to enable or disable MTC Features per subscription”

· Some MTC Features cannot be used simultaneously (the MO MTC Feature and the Infrequent Mobile Terminated MTC Feature fro example) and such check could be done by subscription to avoid complex rules in the Network
It is proposed to clarify this in the specification.
3 Conclusion
Based on the above discussion, the following changes are proposed:

7.1.1     General

For MTC:

-    It shall be possible to enable or disable different MTC Features independently. 

-     It shall be possible to enable or disable MTC Features per subscription.

-     It shall be possible to enable or disable MTC Features subscribed per service invocation.

-     It shall be possible for the MNO network to be aware of which MTC Features apply to a MTC subscription, MTC Devices or MTC service invocation.
