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Due to the large number of terminals in some cases charging related information might better be handled by counting events for the terminals that belong to a certain group instead of creating large numbers of CDRs.
Another improvement is to switch off charging in the core network completely for example when the MTC server is run by the operator itself the operator might decide to handle all charging related activities for certain MTC device groups there.
In parallel to the improvement of procedure associated with low mobility MTC devices it is also useful to be able to charge for these events. 

It is proposed to introduce the following requirements into 22.368:

Charging Requirements
Per MTC device or group it shall be possible for the core network:

-
to use bulk counters to count for chargeable events either in parallel to or instead of CDR creation. 
-
to stop creation of CDR.
-
to charge for MTC device initiated mobility management signalling.
