Definitions
For the purposes of the present document, the terms and definitions in [1] and the following apply:
Haptic (Haptic Sense):
Haptic is a sense perceived by touching an object. It involves tactile senses, (from the Latin, tangere, to touch), which refers to the touching of surfaces, and kinaesthetic senses (from the Greek, kinesis, movement and aesthesis, perception), or the sensing of movement in the body.
Haptic Information:


Haptic Information is signal that is delivered over telecommunication networks to generate Haptic Feedback in the UE. Haptic Information may contain device capability, data types, API, sense descriptions, and others. 

Haptic Feedback:


Haptic Feedback is a haptic sense generated in the UE.
Haptic Service:


A Haptic Service indicates any communication-related services that involve delivering haptic. The haptic can be initiated either by the network or the user.
